For OBC-A & OBC-B Candidates: 

Reservation for OBC-A/OBC-B candidates for admission will be as per reservation rules vide Govt. 

Order No.: 07-Edn (U)/1U-89/13.- dated. 2nd January, 2014 “for admission to different 

courses, an OBCA or OBCB candidate getting admission should have obtained in the 

previous examination; qualifying marks not lower by more than 10% of the marks 

obtained by the last candidate of the general category.”. The West Bengal Higher Educational 

Institutions (The Reservation in Admissions) Act, 2013 enacted by Govt. of West Bengal has opened 

the opportunity for the students belonging to OBC-A and OBC-B (as determined and notified by 

Backward Classes Welfare Department, Govt. of West Bengal) for reservation of seats in higher 

education in the state. The communities listed by the Department of Backward Classes Welfare, Govt. 

of West Bengal as OBC-A and OBC-B would get the benefit of reservation. 

For EWS Candidates: 

Reservation for EWS candidates for admission will be as per reservation rules vide Govt. Order 

No. 325-PAR(AR)/3P-1/2019 dated 09/07/2019. 

SELECTION CRITERIA: 

 Selection will be made on the basis of percentage of marks obtain in the UG examination.  If two 

or more candidates secure same marks in UG examinations then the selection will be made on the 

basis of PG examination marks. If they secure same marks in PG examinations then the selection 

will be made on the basis of H.S. (10+2) examination marks. If they secure same marks in H.S. 

(10+2)  examinations then the selection will be made on the basis of M.P. (10) examination marks.
